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3) Contextual--how does a particular word convey meaning in a particular context.
Here we are concernedwith the way in which context ilm/ts the area of meaning of
words.
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2. Grammar and Syntax

a. The fundamental principle here is to remind ourselves that words convey meaning
principally fftt,efrre/8t/ojrIsMp/oD//er i.'rds. This is another way ofstating the
importance of context which we stressed above (pp. 28-9).

b. Here we should stress the importance of original language exegesis. If this is not
available, the interpreter should use reliable tool, end work with several good trans
lations comparatively.

c. Carson is probably right in thinking that grammatical fallacies are less common to
beginning students (or to preachers) than are word-study fallacies. But certainly
here there are many fallacies to be encountered in scholarly literature, e.g., the use of
the Aonst to denote once for all action, the misinterpretation of the definite article,
etc. Again the watchword: Taveatemptorr

Lest we find ourselves completely intimidated by the dangers of exegesis, let me sag
that I do notthink that Much foolishnessintheseareas isinevitable. I thinkthst
AvIthil totext deliver us from most of
these problems.
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
